The terms of reference were approved by at least two board 

members who were up for re-election and had a clear and yet undeclared conflict of 

interest.  If the conflicts of interest had been declared then the changes to the terms of 

reference would have been rejected by the board.  This motion seeks to correct this 

procedural error.  The nominations committee should now bring forward all candidates 

it received unless the potential candidate is disqualified under By-Law section 4.02.  The 

members at the annual meeting should not be denied any choices in the matter of who 

represents them on the board.
